 “6 Weeks of Witnessing” Sunday School Lessons
Introduction and Teaching Guide 
Soon our church is going to have a major focus on witnessing. For six Sunday mornings the pastor will be bringing messages designed to motivate and train Sunday morning attendees to share their faith.
These Sunday School lesson outlines are designed to help the class focus on the same theme the pastor will be preaching that week, though we will use different  scripture passages.

These outlines do not take into account different teaching styles (lecture, group discussion, etc.) or different age groups.  Therefore, you will need to adapt them to your specific class style and age group. 
Each week’s outline follows this format:

Goal of the lesson:

What do you want to accomplish in teaching this lesson?

How are you going to accomplish this?

Gives the Bible passage(s) and illustration(s) of the main principle being taught that week.
Notes to the teacher:

These are words of encouragement, exhortation and/or instruction for you as you prepare to teach.  Throughout the lesson, you will find specific notes in red that will be helpful to you as you teach.
Notes to the teacher will include information about the pastor’s sermon each week. You should not share with the class about the pastor’s sermon, but knowledge of his topic will help you as you teach. 
Opening the lesson:

These are comments to you, the teacher, and suggested comments to make as you begin the lesson.

Bible study:

The Scripture passage(s) are not printed in the outline.  There will be notes calling attention to key verses.  All scripture references are in blue.  You can and should add your own observations and comments.  
Close / Life application:

Because we do not want people to simply read the Bible, but to apply the lesson individually, this part of the outline gives you suggested comments to lead members to look at their own lives.
Closing prayer:

This is not intended to be a prescribed or required prayer.  It is a suggestion of how you might want to direct your closing prayer with the class.
